husband, designer/builder Rafe
Churchill, wanted to warm things up.
As a compromise, they opted to “spill™
the darker blue of the kitchen cabinets
slightly more than halfway up the walls.
“It creates a whimsical waterline effect,
as if the space had flooded and the
waler since receded” says Hendricks.
Her advice: Take risks with paint, don't
be bound by too many rules, and think
about the mood you're going for. She
adds: “Ifcolors feel right together, they
often are” &
